The International Development Program provides an opportunity for full-time employees around the world to take applied coursework on a part-time basis. Offered is a Master of Science in Administration degree in either International Development or Organizational Leadership. This unique capacity building program began in 1996 with sessions delivered at various venues in Africa, Central America, South America, Asia, Eurasia, and Europe. (Venues)  Participants over the last 13 years have represented over 90 prominent NGOs and International NGOs.  Making this programme not only an excellent learning opportunity, but a space to share experiences and reflect on best practices.

The master’s degree program has been especially designed as an extension program for prospective students who are engaged in full-time employment and require a part-time study program to meet their career and educational goals. Any person, with the required educational background, interested in project management and leadership training leading to a professional degree in international development or organizational leadership may apply.
It takes 2-4 years to complete the program. The program requires full-time attendance at four three-week intensive teaching sessions. Part-time work on pre- or post-session assignments and projects is required. These projects are directly applicable to improving work performance at the current or future place of employment. The curriculum consists of thirty-nine semester credits of applied coursework taught by faculty representing a wide range of disciplines and professional experience.  Students may enter the course in any  year. Ideally, prospective students should apply at least six months before the beginning of the session  they are planning to attend to allow for application and registration procedures. Applicants need to have a  U.S. four year bachelor degree or equivalent. Course Schedule
